ANGER. Anger can be a healthy human emotion, but when it
gets out of control and turns destructive, it leads to problems ...
in business or at work, as well as in your personal relationships.
In serious cases it destroys your quality of life; you lose your job
or your relationship breaks down and you may lose your family.

When all this occurs at once, anger may even threaten your life.

Anger is healthy where it focuses your and other’s
attention; it can lead fo more successtul negotiations,
increase optimism, creativity and effective performance.

However, anger can be a strongly uncomfortable and
non-cooperative response to a perceived hurt or threat,
where it generates self-destructive, irreversible actions.

That is how our lives are run - our attachments grow and grow.
We may go to church or seek solitude in a retreat or an ashram,
but our attachments draw us back into the world of desires.

Contentment and inner peace are not achieved this way.

Our attachments and our inability to detach resulf in
family feuds and neighbourly quarrels - in fact conflicts
on all levels. Ultimately it is attachments and our lack
of detachment that are the root of all discord and war.
